County Awarded $11.7 Million For Homeless Services

(Santa Ana, CA) – The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) has conditionally awarded the County of Orange $11,769,336 in a homeless assistance grant competition under the Continuum of Care Super Notice of Funding Availability (SuperNOFA).  The SuperNOFA is an annual process and the grant award to the County of Orange, with Housing and Community Services (HCS) as the lead agency, is a direct result of the County’s partnership with cities and hundreds of non-profit organizations to address the issue of homelessness in Orange County.  This collaborative effort has undertaken a regional plan aimed at breaking the cycle of homelessness. “The Board of Supervisors is excited about the opportunity this money will provide to serve Orange Countians in need” said Chairman of the Board of Supervisors Chris Norby. According to the County’s 2007 needs assessment survey, Orange County residents experience approximately 35,000 episodes of homelessness throughout the course of one year.
Housing and Community Services, OC Partnership, 2-1-1 Orange County, and the Continuum of Care Leadership Cabinet coordinated the 2007 application process.  The grant award will provide transitional shelter and supportive services for families and individuals as well as permanent supportive housing for the disabled and special needs homeless populations.  Since 1996, the County of Orange has received over $97.2 million in the SuperNOFA Continuum of Care competition.
